Final Web Site Project
(Due December  5th)
The art of World Wide Web publishing is to create, design, and publish a site that is effective enough to reach your entire target audience. In order to achieve this goal you must gain a powerful web presence based on today’s best design practices. Your final web site should be a project that incorporates all the Dreamweaver skills that you have learned during the entire semester. 
Your Web design task will be to:

•
Create a web site focusing on your favorite country, web-based business (services or products), or some other area of interest that you might actually pursue when you to start a Web business in the future. Present your proposal to your instructor for approval.
•
Create a name and a URL for your countries and or business. Be sure to check out the URL of your choice to make sure it isn't already taken.

•
Design a Web site to introduce the countries you have chosen, a business, and or other area of interest based on your defined market.

•
Publish the site for instructor’s evaluation.

You will be judged on the following criteria:
· A minimum of 8 web pages that contain information on at least 4 countries or one business product.
· All of the pages must be linked to a style sheet. 

· All graphics must have an alt tag and be saved in an "images" folder 

· All graphics must be visible 

· index.htm must be the homepage and it must be located in the root of your student account on the Potomac server. 

· No dead links 

· No orphaned files 

· All pages must have meaningful content 

· contact information must be available 

· No more than 6 colors or 3 type faces 

· Good design techniques must be utilized 

· Documentation on web page code 

· An easy-to-use navigation system throughout the site 

· Pages must adhere to XHTML standards 
· You should have at least 2-3 comments posted about your design on your blog (ask your classmates to look at you site and make helpful comments).

Does the catalog Web site contain all of the information needed to allow a user to choose products and place an order?

Does the site support cross-navigation accessibility?

Does the frameset work correctly? 

•
Do all the links work?

•
Is it easy to navigate between the different catalog Web site pages?

Does the Show/Hide layer behavior work when the mouse is rolled over the image map, or product images on the catalog pages?

Does the Validate Form behavior work correctly on the form page?

Do form lists and menus work?

Blog for users to post comments. Award extra points or credit for creativity in design or function.
