Course Objectives

This course provides students with an introduction to World Wide Web Publishing. Students develop skills in designing, implementing, and maintaining an accessible, usable, fully functional Web site that meets the guidelines and standards defined by the World Wide Web Consortium (W3C) and evidence-based research, using a systematic design process. Describes the manner in which multimedia hypertext documents are made available using the World Wide Web (WWW) on the Internet. Presents fundamental terminology and technology.  Students use Web Authoring software including, Adobe Dreamweaver, to create increasingly more complex WWW documents.  New software programs that create WWW documents using a Graphical User Interface are presented.  Students will create and manage WWW sites such as those used by an individual or small business.  New features of the WWW will be presented.

Teaching Methods:

1. Lectures: Important material from the text and outside sources will be covered in class. Students should plan to take careful notes as not all material can be found in the texts or readings. Discussion is encouraged as is student-procured outside material relevant to topics being covered. 

2. Assignments: Review Assignments, Case Problems, and other projects will be periodically assigned to reinforce material in the text. These assignments may require the application of various software packages. 

3. Quizzes: Occasional unannounced quizzes will be given to help ensure students stay up with assigned material. 

4. Exams: Three exams will be given. The exams will be closed book/notes and will test assigned readings and material discussed in class. Review sheets will be provided prior to the exam day. The final exam will not be comprehensive in nature. However, the instructor reserves the right to retest on material that was not appropriately comprehended. These items will be noted on exam review sheets. 

5. Internet: All material will be distributed on the Internet. Class notes, instructional material, and student assignments will be posted on 'the net' in a class website.  Students are encouraged to go to the website http://ola3.aacc.edu/hwaterman in order to obtain file downloads and view other items of interest throughout the semester.

6. Lab exercises will be marked down one letter grade for each week late.  Any fraction of a week counts as an entire week.  ABSOLUTELY NO LAB EXERCISES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER May 6th.  No research articles will be accepted late. If the student fails to submit the research article on the due date they will lose full credit.

Students are encouraged to ask the instructor(s) questions during the lecture presentation and to respond to questions posed by the instructor(s).
